RECOMMENDATION:

That LaSalle Council pass a resolution authorizing Town Staff to grant approval for four (4) mode! home
permits for Lots 1, 3, 4 and 5 on Phase 1 of the Forest Trail Estates Subdivision, once Amicone Properties
Inc. (the developer) has completed the underground servicing (including the watermain) and the gravel
road base for the Phase 1 lands to the satisfaction of the Town Engineer.

REPORT:

The M-Plan for Phase 1 of the Forest Trail Estates Subdivision (13 lots in total) has been final approved
and registered, and servicing is underway. On February 7, 2012, Town Planning and Enginecring Staff
met with Mr. Amicone and his representatives to discuss implementation issues regarding Phases 1 and 2
of the subject residential plan of subdivision.

At this meeting Mr. Amicone informed Town Staff that servicing is almost complete for the Phase 1
lands. However, due to weather conditions, the required asphalt surface and concrete curbing for this new
roadway would not be able to be completed until such time that the asphalt plant re-opens in early spring.
There are two builders that are very anxious to start building model homes in this new development, and
Mr. Amicone has requested that we allow each builder to construct 2 model homes (for a total of 4 on the
Phase 1 lands) in advance of the asphalt surface and concrete curbing being in place at this location.

At our February 7" meeting we requested that Mr. Amicone send us correspondence outlining a

construction scheduie for the completion of all required services on the Phase 1 lands. We received this
letter dated February 8, 2012 --- copy attached.
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Having carefully reviewed what is being requested, the status of servicing on the Phase 1 lands, and the
construction schedule that has now been provided by Mr. Amicone for completion of the outstanding
works, we can recommend the following to Council:

* model home permits for up to 4 model homes be issued on the Phase 1 lands, once all
underground servicing (including the watermain) and the gravel road base is completed to the
satisfaction of the Town Engineer.

This recommendation is based on Mr. Amicone’s commitment to complete the required asphalt road
surface and the concrete curbing on the Phase 1 lands by April 9, 2012. It is also being recommended
with the understanding that:

¢ all other standard building permit requirements are being complied with, including the
submission of approved lot grading sheets for each of the affected new building lots.;

¢ no occupancy wilt be granted unti! such time that all municipal servicing and utilities (including
gas) have been instailed to the affected lots.

[t should be noted that no additional building permits (beyond the 4 model home permits) would be
granted until such time that the asphalt road surface and the concrete curbing has been installed to the
satisfaction of the Town Engineer, and all other applicable development agreement requirements have
been met.

Further to Council’s request (regarding the Malden Garden Subdivision) we have taken this opportunity to
review the existing model home permit policy, and we offer the following coryments and recommendation with

respect to same:

a) The existing policy (capy attached) isn’t working - in essence it requires ail servicing to be in place
and in effect mirrors the requirements for normal building permits;

b) As an alternative, we recommend that the following model homs pemﬁt policy be adopted by
Council and included as part of all new development agreements:

“For multi-lot residential developments Model Home Permils will be
available in udvance of regular building permits provided that the
Jollowing conditions are satisfled:

i) the development/subdivision agreement is executed and
registered on title against the lands ffected,

it) all required securities, insurances, and financial contributions
have been deposited with the town,

i) the corresponding “M-Plan" or "Reference Plan" is
registered and four (4) coples have been provided to the fown,

) the requived zoning is in place, and confirmation is provided
to the satisfaction of the Chief Building Official confirming
complignee with all applicable zoning and ERCA regulations,
and confirming thoy all required easements, conveyances anrd
duylight corners will not be encumbered by the model home,
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v an asphali road buse, o municipal watermain, and sanjtary
and storm sewers have been consiructed fo the sqtisfaction of
the town engineer,

vi) a maximum of one model home permit may be granted for
each 25 lots comtained within the approved residential
development plan (if there are less than 25 lots, one model
home permit may be granied).”

We believe that this proposed new model home parmit policy will adequately protect municipal
interests while allowing the devetopers/builders affected fo commence with the marketing of their
respective residential developments in a more timely manner,

If Couneil cohdurs, this policy should be applied to ail residential developments town-wide and

included as part of all new residential development/subdivision agreements. This revised policy
would also allow Council to grant a model home permit for the Malden Garden Subdivision.

Subject: Changes to Aquatic Fitness Instruction at the Vollmer

RECOMMENDATION: For Council’s information

REPORT:

During the 2012 budget process, it was determined that there was a need to decrease the overall
Culture and Recreation budget. Members of administration spent a significant amount of time
discussing methods to do this and were able to achieve an overall savings of approximately
$100,000.

One of the ways to do this was to reduce the cost of aquatic fitness instruction by having the
lifeguards teach the classes, thus eliminating the cost of one person on the deck for a total savings of
approximately $16,000. Pool regulations require that a lifeguard is on duty at all times and allows
for the lifeguard to also teach the class. A review of other municipally run pools shows that this is
the way aquatic fitness programs generally operate.

Public feedback during budget deliberations indicated that the participants of these programs were
unhappy with the changes and were requesting reconsideration. Members of Council asked that
other options be developed and that management staff meet with the participants to share the
alternatives.

A meeting was held at the Vollmer Centre on February 2, 2012 to present the following aquatic
fitness options:

1. Patrons can continue to participate in morning aquatic fitness classes led by certified
lifeguard/instructors (al! instructors are certified by the Lifesaving Society in the areas of
program planning, resistance propulsion and buoyancy and how they affect the body’s
movement in water, adaptive programming, program modifications for varying abilities,
progressions and motivation and leadership). These classes have been designed to help the
public lead an active lifestyle.

2. Patrons seeking specialty programming such as adaptive or therapeutic classes have two
options:
a. Pay an additional fee for small group training from an instructor with specific
supplementary training (on land or in water); or
b. Participate in the Chronic Disease Management Program which offers therapeutic
classes at the Vollmer.

1. R.Renaud called the meeting to order at 9:10 a.m.
2. Desjarlais/Meloche approve the minutes of the January 12, 2012 meeting. CARRIED.
3. No business arising from the minutes reported.

4. Review of Wilkinson Park Meeting _

T. Brydon advised that he and the Bylaw Enforcement Officer walked the wooded area (privately
owned) behind Wilkinson Park to inspect for reports of forts. There was one tree fort found that had
been there for about three years, and a couple of lean-tos made of fallen branches/sticks. The area
was not littered with garbage and there were not any worn paths to suggest that the area is often
used. The Bylaw Enforcement Officer will be sending a letter to the owner of the wooded area to
advise that a tree house was built on their property. Photos of the wooded area and tree house were
circulated.

T. Brydon advised that on January 30, an online report for a street light out in front of 1401 Lyons
Avenue was made to Essex Power.

LaSalle Police Service and the department are in agreement that installing lights in the park will only
chase kids around the park. The department will move the playground equipment closer to the
parking lot, and are considering and investigating the financial cost of installation of a light in the
parking lot.

Although some residents requested lighting be installed in the park, T. Fink advised that some residents
approached him after the meeting asking that lights not be put up. S. Desjarlais reported that she
received calls after the meeting requesting that lights not be installed throughout the park. These
residents explained that they chose to live in this area because of the natural park setting and lack of
light pollution.

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There is a port-a-john in the park in the summer during the soccer season, and the department has not
experienced vandalism issues with it. At the public meeting, K. Beaudoin of LaSalle Police Service
suggested that residents install sensor lighting on their own property to protect themselves. Residents
are reminded that if there is a problem, to call the police. A report will be sent to council at the
February 24 meeting regarding the action plan, and residents will be notified that the report is being
sent.

At this week’s Department Head meeting, issues
regarding summer ice were discussed, and in turn, a report is being drafted by administration to
answer Council’s questions.

There are fixed costs that will be involved whether there isice in or not. A suggestion has been made
by Council to remove both pads of ice for the duration of the summer, and to move the FO’s outdoors.
The Vollmer Centre will still need to be cleaned in the summer, especially considering that in the past,
the Summer Day Camp has averaged 80+ children each day. D. Langlois advised that neither part-time
staff nor students would be hired if any full-time staff member is laid off. The CUPE contractis up at
end of this year, so that may be the time to recommend changes to allow the FO's to work outside the
building. Even in the case of sending FO’s outside in the summer, there is still a need for at least one
FO in the building to clean. There will also be the issue of covering summer vacations for staff.

R. Renaud stated that there is a demand for summer ice, and the department is building on previous
years of rentals. R. Renaud suggested that the department continue offering summer ice rental as
planned for this year. T. Fink advised that time is getting short to make this decision as the hockey
schools are now waiting for confirmation of ice rentals. They won’t wait much longer, as they need to
start advertising for their summer school registration.

D. Langlois advised that some costs will remain whether ice is in or not (ex.: hydro, propane). Repairs
and maintenance may go down, but the department still has to maintain the building and equipment,
like the zamboni. D. Langlois advised that if the variable costs are covered with revenue from rentals,
then it would be better financially to have summer ice. If both rinks remain intact, then the staff would
maintain regular hours. Every time a rink is removed, overtime of approximately $3,000.00 is incurred.

The City of Windsor only has summer ice at the WFCU Centre. When they receive calls and are
booked, they recommend that groups call LaSalle. The ice Park is now closed, and the department has
been picking up some rentals from there. It is safe to assume that summer rentals from the Ice Park
will also be looking for ice.

T. Fink advised that with minor hockey teams starting to practice the first week of August, ice
installation would need to be complete by August 1*'. It will be difficult to make ice on both pads in the
heat of late July, and would be difficuit for the compressor to handle making ice on two pads at the

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same time. Keeping up with painting of the ice will be a challenge. Normally, staff can complete an ice
install in 5-10 days, depending on the weather.

In past summers, Rink A was removed between May 1 and 15 {depending on Vipers playoff schedule).
At that time, graduations and special events are held on the rink floor. Air conditioning for Rink A
comes from the Gary Parent Rink. If both rinks are taken out, this will affect ability to provide air
conditioning in the rinks for any events. Around the second week of July, the process of ice installation
begins.

Desjarlais/Meloche recommend that rental of summer ice continue this year due to the current CUPE
contract that does not allow the FO¥s to work outside, and in order to make an informed decision for
summer ice in 2013, and furthermore, that administration prepare a report and an in depth analysis to
be presented to council in September of 2012 about the operation of summer ice. CARRIED.

6. Community Open House — Thursday, February 16, 2012 @ 7:00p.m

T. Fink advised that staff will prepare story boards, and that staff will be there to answer questions.
This is an informal meeting to allow the public to discuss anything related to parks, culture and
recreation. It is expected that questions about playground equipment, tennis courts etc. will be
discussed.

Meloche/Desjarlais receive information. CARRIED.

7. Parks Update

T. Brydon advised that staff members are beginning to move trees from the tree farm in preparation
for the construction of the new Environmental Services/Culture and Recreation buildings. Staff
members are hoping for some colder weather to get the trees out as it is still very wet back there.

Quotes are being collected for addition of wing fences and dugouts on the baseball diamonds. Early
estimates are around $90,000.00.

The Christmas lights have been taken down and stored until next Christmas. C. Meloche advised that
the Christmas display on the round-about at Erie Street was beautiful this year, and that she would like
to see something similar in LaSalle next Christmas. T. Fink advised that the department is considering
fabricating something to place in the round-about next year (like the Maple Leafs that were fabricated
by Dave Meloche and Leroy Robinsan).

T. Brydon circulated information from the Canadian Coastal Services that provide service to boaters
with engine difficulty. The privately-owned group is requesting to post a sign at the boat ramp offering
their services. Members discussed the possibility of allowing the installation of the sign for an annual
fee. Following the meeting, it was determined that signs of this nature would not be permitted on
town property under By-Law 6407, Section 3.1(a).

A new colour will be used for the boat ramp passes this season. Colours will be rotated to discourage
boaters from using the same pass in consecutive years.

S. Desjarlais advised that she has received complaints that people would like to see non-resident fees
charged at the boat ramp. T. Fink advised that this is not good business sense as the department
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would like to encourage use of the boat ramp. There is also a portion of LaSalle residences that have a
Windsor postal code, so this makes it a complicated process for staff to enforce.

Meloche/Desjarlais receive info. CARRIED.

8. Programming Update

Fitness Memberships - P. Funaro Fitness advised that fitness membership sales for the New Year are
very strong, and the department has reached the 1,000 mark of memberships, which is a significant
milestone. A comparison of 2011-2012 at this point in time is as follows:

*Please note that dollar amounts will not match the amounts in financial reporting. These amounts
reflect the total amount committed, not received. Part of this money will be received on a monthly
basis through automatic payments.

Perpetual memberships are increasing while three month memberships have remained steady. New
equipment, including a treadmill and spin bikes, were recently purchased to accommodate more
people.

March Break Programs - P. Funaro circulated a booklet of information that has been prepared for
distribution to parents when registering their child for the March Break Camp. The booklet also
provides information on swim and skate times over the March Break, as well as promoting the LaSalle
Business Association free swim and skate on Sunday, March 18. Staff are promoting to the public that
swim reservations are always accepted for any public swim, and that it is a good idea to bock a spot to
avoid disappointment. Swimmers must arrive 15 minutes before the swim to guarantee the
reservation.

The department is scheduling staff for the March Break activities, and is anticipating the need to hire
additional staff to service the high numbers expected in programs. March Break is traditionally a
difficult time for scheduling as university and college students are still in school, and many staff travel
with their families during this time.

Summer Hiring - An advertisement was placed in the lanuary 27 edition of the LaSalle Post advertising
for summer Outside Labour Positions, Summer Program Leaders and Lifeguard/Instructor Hiring
Tryouts. The information is also available on the town’s website. Applications are being accepted at
Town Hall for Outside Labour, and at the Vollmer for Summer Program Leaders until March 9 at 4:30
pm. Lifeguard tryouts require that applicants register in advance for one of three sessions {two
sessions in April and one in May). Pre-registration is required and space is limited. Spots will be
assigned on a first come, first served basis).

Aquafit - P. Funaro advised that a meeting was held with participants of the aquafit ciasses. About 20-
25 people attended, and a participant also asked the mayor to attend. They voiced compliments and
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concerns of how lifeguards are teaching the ciass. This information will be shared with the lifeguards
to make adjustments to their classes. P. Funaro explained that the options for those participants
looking for therapeutic-type leadership include: Chronic Disease Management Program {(currently runs
on Tuesday and Thursday at the Volimer), that is funded through LHIN. This program is free to
participants that have chronic disease (high blood pressure, diabetes) and provide land and water
fitness programs; Aquatic Fitness Coaching is also being introduced to offer specialized small group
training during regularly scheduled leisure swim times. A report outlining these details will be provided
to Council.

Desjarlais/Meloche receive information. CARRIED.

9. Facilities Update
T. Fink provided the report in absence of S. Holland who is attending a training session.

The pool boiler rebuild has been completed.

Security One completed the work that began prior to Christmas. At the time there was an alarm
sounding for no reason. Investigation showed the alarm was sounding because the wire used for the
alarm had been sliced several times in the run from the alarm to the fire panel. Prior to Christmas and
just before the Under 17 Tournament, Security One ran a dedicated line from the alarm to the fire
panel which stopped the false alarms. At that time it was noticed that none of the safety/security
strobe lights installed around the perimeter of the building (alerting to a door breach) were
functioning. Security One ordered new lights and this week they were installed and tested. All wasin
working order.

Roof flashing at the Gary Parent Arena was damaged and being pulled away from the building in the
wind (under the parking lot). ABC roofing was called and repaired the flashing. ABC noticed that the
flashings had been installed using pop rivets instead of screws. As a preventative measure we will have
ABC complete an investigation of all the flashing in the spring.

Bondy Electric will provide the Vollmer Complex with an annual preventative maintenance electrical
inspection this month. Last year was the first year this was done and fortunately there weren’t any
major electrical failures in 2011. As a preventative measure, Bondy will go into each electrical panel,
test, clean/vacuum and tighten all connections.

A report about lighting will be completed to be sent to Council.

C. Meloche advised that the ceiling is peeling/crumbling in the shower area of the women’s change
room. Shower curtains are aiso looking torn and need to be replaced.

C. Meloche advised that she has received calls that cars are driving up to the front doors of the Volimer
Centre to drop someone off, and then reverse down the path, which is dangerous. T. Fink advised the
department will be installing bollards throughout the Volimer to stop people from driving in areas that
they should not.

Meloche/Desjariais receive information. CARRIED.
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10. Budget Review

D. Langlois advised that 2011 shows around $180,000-5200,000 over budget for the department. In
2012 changes have been made and reports are being compieted on a weekly basis for closer
monitoring. Managers and supervisors will have read-only access to the financial system. Lauren
Calsavara, temporary Financial Analyst, is creating a report weekly comparing actuai labour and
budgeted labour hours. This has identified instances where discrepancies may occur (ex. public skating
staff at 3 hours per week) and Holy Cross programs were budgeted at five hours per week, when it
should have been 20 hours per week. The department should get some summer wage subsidy grants
to cover some of this cost.

The Finance Department is also closely examining the programming spreadsheet. The actual
participation rates are higher than projected numbers in the winter aquatics programs.

In fitness memberships, January 2012 showed less revenue than last year, however, there was higher
revenue in 2011 because the promotion at that time was to pay for one year in advance. This year, the
promotion was for perpetual memberships so members pay monthly.

January financial statements are not ready yet; the monthly analysis will be completed then.

Concession revenue for the end of last year/beginning of this year was higher due to the Under 17
Tournament. In a comparison of 2010/2011 and 2011/2012 (same dates as the tournament), there is
an 58,000 increase in revenue. Overall, staffing changes in the concession have resulted in lower
labour costs. Staffis also focusing on reducing amount of waste {ex. cooking less later in the shift).
Staff will revise the sign on the door with the hours of operation.

D. Langlois advised that the equipment in the fitness area was purchased and internally financed. That
was paid off last year, but the department continued to make payments to a reserve to replace the
equipment for regular wear and tear. These funds were used to purchase the new spin bikes. T. Fink
advised that the department wiil be talking to PPL Fitness Equipment to replace all equipment at the
same time (best way o replace equipment and gain the highest trade-in value). Newer equipment
promotes new memberships and member retention. If there is a piece that breaks down continually,
the company is quick to replace and work with the department to replace it. Regular maintenance
checks are completed.

Desjarlais/Meloche receive information. CARRIED.

11. Upcoming Events
A) PA Day Activities Feb. 10 — day camp (higher than budgeted numbers at P.A. Day Camp),
recreational skate, recreational swim, Home Alone Camp, Learn to Babysit Camp, concession
open, hockey schools renting ice
B} Family Day Holiday Feb. 20 — recreationai swims, skates, fitness center open
C) Vintage Antique Show Feb. 25 and 26 — vendor space sold out

P. Funaro advised that monthly youth dances sell out, and the department has heard of kids scalping
tickets. Parents/grandparents call to get tickets when sold out. Sell 250 tickets to each dance; it's a
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nice, fun event for kids this age. Adult staff chaperone. Last year, the department tried running dances
twice a month, but it didn't work as wel!, so offer once a month. Concession is open.

Meloche/Desjarlais receive information. CARRIED.

12. Correspondence

P. Funaro advised that an email was received from a teacher at Villanova who was expressing that the
students really enjoyed their aquafit program that was part of their gym class. The teacher advised
that he would teli other teachers about it to encourage more participation.

C. Meloche advised that the staff member monitoring the skate on the January 20 P.A. Day did a good
job with the kids.

Desjarlais/Meloche receive information. CARRIED.

13. Old Business
C. Meloche advised that she has received requests for online registration. There are issues with I.T. to
support online registration at this time. It is something that will be considered in the future.

The department still finds that residents from outside municipalities are taking part in programs and
attending camps at the Vollmer Complex.

Desjarliais/Meloche receive information. CARRIED.

14. New Business

R. Renaud provided a copy of a petition that he received from residents on Pope Street and Morton
Drive (seven homes) requesting that playground equipment at Qjibway Oaks Park be moved back to
the previous location due to the town’s lack of informing the residents of the move, increase in noise,
theft and trespassing that has become an issue for some of the properties.

T. Fink advised that the department removed the old playground equipment last fall. When instailing
the new pieces, it was moved closer to the parking lot; this was based on advice received from LaSalle
Police Service to enable them to monitor the playground equipment to try and prevent vandalism. The
equipment also needed to be relocated to fit a larger piece of equipment in that park. Over the last
couple of years, families living in close proximity to the park had been requesting more equipment for
a more varied range of ages.

Shortly after installing the equipment, T. Brydon received a compiaint from the resident living in the
house closest to the new location of the playground equipment. The resident was requesting that the
town erect a fence between their property and town property. Upon investigation of the property, it
was determined that the homeowner’s shed was buiit on town property. It is also common practice to
look at the entire property, and it was noted that the property has other infractions relating to a pool,
fence and deck.

T. Fink and T. Brydon met with the homeowner and the homeowner’s mother. At that time, the
homeowner was advised that in order to put up a fence, the shed would have to be moved. The other
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infractions found were discussed as well. The town offered to plant a row of cedar trees between the
properties.

Following this meeting, the mayor received a letter from the homeowner’s mother stating her
unhappiness with the visit from town staff, and the town’s lack of consulting the residents prior to the
move of the playground equipment. In consuitation with the department, and upon inspection of the
site, Mayor Antaya replied to her letter on January 12 informing her that the department would plant a
row of cedars in the spring. He also suggested that if the homeowners were experiencing trouble in
the park, that it is a police issue and that they should contact LaSalle Police Service.

S. Desjarlais advised that she received at least half a dozen calis that people are very happy with the
new equipment and location of the equipment. The expanded equipment has created a better play
experience for the kids in that area.

Desjarlais/Meloche recommend that the department host a public meeting with LaSalle Police Service
in March and invite residents near Ojibway Qaks Park to attend. CARRIED.

T. Fink advised that the department has come up with Vollmer baseball diamond rates as follows:
$30.84 + $5.00 Capital Reinvestment Fee + $4.66 HST = $40.50 per diamond per game (with two teams
of 15 players each on a diamond, the per player rate amounts to $1.35).

The rate for Front Road Park/River Canard/Jenner Park baseball diamonds are as follows:
$10.00 + $5.00 Capital Reinvestment Fee + $1.95 HST = $16.95 per diamond per game.

T. Fink advised that he attended the public meeting in January hosted by the LaSatle Stompers Soccer
Ciub with respect to their budget. There still seemed to be some discrepancies, and only the 2010
budget was discussed. At the meeting, it was discovered that the Stompers did not have player
insurance during the 2011 season. It was also announced that although the Stompers did make a
$125,000 pledge to the Our Vision. Qur Future. Fundraising Campaign, they have not made a
contribution since 2010. They have these funds in the bank, but out of spite, the board was not
making the agreed upon payments. The department will be changing the locks to the ciubhouse as
there is also an issue of missing keys from board members no longer on the board.

T. Fink advised that he has heard recently that the 2011 president, D. Ballance, resigned. A couple of
other board members have resigned as well. T. Fink has requested a meeting with the board.

T. Fink has also met with Steve Scherer from Windsor and District Soccer League (WADSL). He will
attend the meeting between the town and the Stompers. WADSL is ready to move forward as they
experienced tension with the Stompers last year. S. Scherer stated that he will ensure WADSL has
insurance for the upcoming season.

T. Fink advised that the Canadian South Festival Network is holding a “Lunch and Learn” seminar at the
Vollmer Centre today. Members of the Strawberry Festival Commitiee are in attendance.

Meloche/Desjarlais receive information. CARRIED.

infarmal meeting began at 7:00p.m. with T. Fink welcoming residents from Wiikinson Park area. There were 15
residents in attendance. T. Fink advised that the meeting was called based on information received from residents who
live in the vicinity of Wilkinson Park, located near Lyons Avenue and Lyoness Court. In addition, a petition was received
from residents wishing to have lighting installed at Wikinson Park to prevent youth from hanging out at the park at all
hours, sometimes taking part in questionable activities.

Resident Comments

One resident explained that they experienced banging on their front door at midnight. There were kick marks
on hottom of door, they called the police and filed a report. Upon attending the home, the police officer
reported broken beer bottles in the park, and advised homeowner to lock hack gates and install sensor lights.
They started a petition requesting that lights be installed in the park. Knocking at night and running away has
happened more than once.

One resident advised that she brings her seven-year old daughter to the park and notices graffiti/bad
language/broken glass in play equipment. There are teenagers using the playground equipment for
inappropriate behaviour.

One resident reported that the street light is out in front of 1401 Lyons Avenue.

Reports of “typical teenager behaviour” including loud music, driving around in parking lot.

Some residents requested bhetter lighting in the park area.

Often hear kids in the park on weekend nights.

One resident advised that there are forts/bomb sheds built in wooden area behind park.

ft’s too dark to see into the park at night. When police arrive, kids run into wooded area.

There is inappropriate parking during soccer games in the summer.

Sandwich Secondary School football games, exams, lunchtime, after school bring out many kids waiking through
the park, and hanging out in the area.

One resident sent in a letter in their absence at the meeting, and advised that during construction of their new
home, they often found chip bags/cans in home in the morning. A set of stairs was also set on fire during
construction.

One resident requested that more swings be installed at the park.

Police Comments

There are 35 sworn police officers in LaSalle. Municipality is broken into two zones; zone 1 (west of Malden
Road) and zone 2 (East of Malden Road). Officers are assigned to zones to ensure quicker response time. There
is also Zone 3, which is bike/ATV patrol in the summer months for paths/walking areas/parks.

K. Beaudoin advised that issues with youth exist throughout municipality. Example: resident on Monty next to
the walking paths was facing vandalism. Police officers concentrated on this area for awhile with a directed
patrol. After increasing patrols, were able to catch individual causing the trouble.

Police request that residents report everything. Residents are not bothering the police by reporting things
happening in the community.
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Police have found that in some cases, kids that live in the neighbourhood are causing the trouble. Police advise
that parents talk to their kids and their kids’ friends and ask them to be respectful of property. Empower
children to talk to their parents as they often have great knowledge of what is happening in the community.
Everyone should feel safe in their community.

Ensure doors are locked in vehicles, lock gates. Crime proof homes. Residents need fo take some responsibility
as well by instaliing motion sensor lighting, trim bushes etc.

After this meeting, a report will be prepared for police officers to pay special attention to this park and area, and
will increase patrols when the weather warms up and more people are outside. K. Beaudoin stressed that
residents need to call the police if they notice anything that seems abnormal (519-969-5210 non-emergency
number).

Lighting may be one solution, but installing lights will only move the problem to the other end of the park. This
displaces the problem, but does not get to the root cause.

K. Beaudoin advised that people often don’t want to leave their name when calling the police, and he stressed
that names are not given to anyone. The police would like to know who you are and where you live, and be able
to call back and let you know what is happening. Customer service is a high priority.

K. Beaudoin advised that the residents can start a Neighbourhood Watch Program. A captain would be needed
to be the liaison for the neighbourhood to work with Community Liaison Officer, Sr. Cst. jamie Nestor.

Town Comments

Administration will inform the owner (privately owned) of the wooded area behind the park of the accessories
built there. Administration can ask owner to remove/clean property.

New playground equipment to be placed in the park this summer. The equipment will be moved closer to the
parking lot. No tubes will be installed.

A report will be presented to Council in late February, and residents of the area will be invited to attend the
meeting. Residents will be given an opportunity to speak at the Council meeting.

Department relies an residents to report what is happening in and around the park. Residents are asked to
please report graffiti, broken bottles, damage etc. as soon as possible.

Other parks in LaSalle {some with lighting some without lighting) have similar issues.
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We, the citizens of LaSalle, residing on Pope Street and its surrounding
neighbourhood, would like to petition to have the park equipment now located at
the end of Pope Street returned to its original location. We were not informed of
the town’s decision to relocate the park equipment and are not pleased with its
new location closer to our homes. Moving the equipment has resulted in a higher
volume of noise that, at one time was nearly inaudible at its previous location.
Theft and trespassing has also become an issue for some of our properties.

RE: COLLECTION OF GOODS FOR HAITI

Good Day,

As most of you already know, my daughter Jordan, my dear friend Sean McLoughlin, his
son Michael and T visited Haiti this past August to distribute shoes, clothes, household
goods and personal items for the very needy people of Haiti. We visited various
orphanages, churches, hospitals, rehab centers, schools and refugee camps during our
journey. In fact, we toured the country from North to South and East to West. Haiti has
incredible needs in the areas devastated by the earthquake, but equally disturbing is the
number of people living in abject poverty in areas unaffected by the disaster. There was
one more thing we found to be true during our visit: the people of Haiti are warm,
friendly and always willing to offer a handshake, a hug or a smile despite their plight in
life.

The four of us and some great supporters are motivated to do more for these people. One
of the things we learned during our visit is that one small group can not fix all of Haiti’s
problems. We believe that we tried to touch too many people during our August visit and
the result was not as impactful as it could have been. Everyone we visited received
something from us, but we feel we can do much more by adopting a smaller group of
needy people on our next visit, and our subsequent visits in years fo come. We need to
educate them about safe sex, about personal hygiene and we need to help them sustain
their futures. We are pleading with some Canadian companies that could provide us with
vegetable seeds and seedlings, but we have come up empty at this point. The Haitian
people would love to have their own farms, but they just don't have the means or
materials to do so. We believe we can help make the difference!

Our small group, our families and our helpers, customers, suppliers and professionals
associated with Ground Effects can make a huge difference for the people of Haiti. We
have put together a “Wish List” in hopes that you will help us help these wonderful
people. We have decided to adopt a smaller number of people, consisting of 2 children's
hospitals, 4 orphanages, a church, 2 schools and 2 isolated and destitute camps of
approximately 70 members each. In all, that means adopting approximately 1600 people
and doing what we can to sustain them. With this goal in mind, our needs have changed
somewhat. For instance, one of our hospitals in Petonville has 93 children, none of
whom can walk. These patients were either left on the streets after the earthquake or
were already suffering from debilitating handicaps. This hospital, run by 3 Angels, has
10 wheel chairs, 1 washing machine, no dryers, limited bed sheets and blankets and no
diapers. None of the patients can use a washroom, so the nurses and aids are continually
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changing their clothes and waiting for the washer to catch up to the ever-growing pile of
laundry. Unfortunately the catch-up never happens, and with clothing also at a premium,
most of the patients are left with nothing while awaiting clean clothes. It simply broke
our hearts to see these precious children in this situation. Despite their efforts, the
caregivers are left with an impossible task to satisfy their patients’ needs.

a) What is Needed and Why:

The 9-1-1 Ontario Advisory Board (OAB) is seeking financial assistance from each municipal government in order
to continue as the technical and information authority respecting the implementation and operation of 8-1-1
Emergency Number systems in Ontario.

In August 2007, an appeal for financial assistance was made to Ontario municipalities resulting in receipts of
$26,000.00 and we are very grateful for that support. Those dollars have assisted the 9-1-1 Ontario Advisory
Board greatly in continuing its efforts at maintaining and improving 9-1-1 capabilities across the Province

We need operating support and therefore are making this request for assistance in the form of a small donation
from each municipality. If each of Ontario’s 445 municipalities provided $100, this would create the funds for
the Board fo continue its work and represent the interests of municipal govemments and their citizens on
9-1-1 issues,

Technology advancements and the expansion of the telecommunications market have increased the work of the 9-
1-1 Advisory Board ~ We make submissions to hearings of the Canadian Radio-Television and
Telecommunications Commission (CRTC) and provide input on implementation issues related to wireless 9-1-1
service and Voice over [ntemet Protocol (VolP) 9-1-1 service. The costs to aftend these cross Canada meetings
alone are significant. We alsa maintain the OAB 9-1-1 website, http://oabSii.ca, develop public awareness,
fiaise with all levels of government (municipal, provincial and federal) and with the Canadian Wireless
Telecommunications Association. Much work remains to be done and we require funds to support these ongoing
activities.

b) Activities of the OAB during 2009/2011:

o Wireless 9-1-1 - Telecom Decision 2002-40 * Members of the OAB were actively involved in the discussions
and proceedings that led to the Industry mandates in this Decision. As a result of our participation, the CRTC
directed all Canadian Wireless Carriers to deploy location fechnologies that will deliver Xy coordinates on all 8-
1-1 calls from ceilular phones to your local 9-1-1 Public Safety Answering Point {PSAP). Further, we
successfully argued that this work should be completed by the Industry at their own cost, not placing the
financial burden on local taxpayers. In 2010 we have continued fo actively participate in discussions fo ensure
Industry compliance, effective deployment practices across Cntario as well as working on ways to further
tmprove the service.

e Volce over Internet Protoco! (VoIP) 9-1-1 - Telecom Decision 2010-387 2 Disappointingly, on June 17. 2010, the
CRTC issued this Decision that has allowed for the continuation of basic 8-1-1 service for constmers using
nomadic intemet phone service. Industry won their argument that any technical solutions to make these services
safer at this point in fime would be too costly. The OAB will continue to monitor the situation as well as search for
technical solutions to improve 9-1-1 VoIP Service.

» Text Messaging for Hearlng Impaired - Telecom Decision 2010-224 3 - [mproving access to emergency services
for people with hearing and speech disabiliies. As a member of the CRTC Emergency Services Working
Group, we are assisting Industry towards establishing a technical trial in Ontario that will allow members of the
Deaf, Hard of Hearing and Speech Impaired {DHHSI) communities fo access their local emergency services via
Text Messaging.

The 9-1-1 Advisory Board is made up of volunteers from a number of non-profit erganizations and agencies
whose parent organizations allow the volunteers fime and cover some expenses.

¢) Why are funds being requested now?

The optimal operating budget for the OAB is about $40,000 per year and we do not have those funds. The one-
time funding received from the province in 1998 ended. If we are to continue and to undertake the work to make 9-
1-1 an effective emergency communication system, your help is required.

d) Howis 8-1-1 operated?

« Other provinces operate 9-1-1 systems themselves. In Ontario, local municipal autherities operate the 9-1-1
systems.

« 9-1-1 systems are provided only within municipalities electing to provide the service (now greater than 95%) with
subscriber billing for network services and maintenance.

s The cost associated with staffing and equipment is provided by municipalities.

e 0-1-1 systems are designed around a cenfral answering point (Primary Public Safety Answering Point [PPSAP])
which has dedicated lines. Incoming calls for 9-1-1 are conferenced with the associated police, fire and
ambulance dispatch centre for a given munieipality. Networks are designed, installed and maintained by Bell
Canada.

e} A Sample Resolution:

Whereas The Ontario 9-1-1 Advisory Board was formed af the request of Ontario Municipalities, and

Whereas lack of ongoing Provingial funding for the Ontario 9-1-1 Advisory Board has resulted in the need of
financial assistence from other sources in order fo continue to represent our ratepayers in the face of ever-
increasing fechnological advancement; and
